                         Guard Your Snowman                 K-6
I realize that some will be snowwomen; however, I used the term snowman since that is what the students in class always called it.  Perhaps use snowperson?
Objective: Knock over snowmen and prevent others from knocking yours down. 
Equipment: Bowling pins or foam pins / yarn balls
Setup & Description: Open gym or large playing space with smooth surface

· Each student gets a bowling pin (snowman) and a yarnball (snowball) to start. 
· Snowmen may be setup anywhere on the gym floor but must be at least 2 giant steps from other snowmen and the wall. 
Description:
· When the music starts, the round begins.

· Rounds should be 2-5 minutes each depending on the level of student engagement.
Round #1

Students roll their snowball and try to knock over other snowmen. Each student must stand in front of his/her snowman when rolling. They then run to get their snowball. If a student’s snowman is knocked over, that person must carry the snowman to a corner and perform an exercise of their choice (or your choice) at least 10 times to earn their way back into the game. The student can then reset his/her snowman anywhere in the gym.
Round #2

Add 20-30 snowballs – spread around the gym. This time students can pickup any of the snowballs but no more than two at a time. Whenever a student’s snowman is knocked over, that person must carry the snowman to a corner and perform an exercise of their choice (or your choice) at least 10 times to earn their way back into the game.  The student can then reset his/her snowman anywhere.

Round #3

Same as round #2 except, if a student knocks over someone else’s snowman, they may relocate his/her snowman to another part of the gym. The person whose snowman is knocked over simply resets it where it was. There are no exercises for students to return to the game so this is a switch from the previous 2 rounds. Some students will not immediately understand this round.
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
