                              Team Flag Tag                   Grades 2-6
Objective: Varies by round (see below)
Equipment:

· belt with 2 flags for each participant – there should be four colors of flags so each group can have a different one (if not, use scrimmage vests, four different colors)
· 4 different colored cones
· 4 different colored scrimmage vests – to match color of cones
Setup:
· Divide the class into 4 groups – each group should have the same color flags
· Each player should have a belt and 2 matching flags

· Place a different colored cone in each corner of the gym
· All members of each group start in the corner where the cone matches the color of their flags. (see diagram below)
Description:
When music begins –
In all rounds, players enter the playing area and try to pull as many flags as possible from the other three groups. 
Round #1 – A player is out of the game if both flags are pulled. Flags are dropped on floor after being pulled. The group with the most players remaining in the playing area finishes first. (If there is a tie, the group with the most flags on their belts wins.) – This round goes fairly quick so anyone “out” of the game is not out very long. 
Round #2 – Everybody stays in the game even if both flags are pulled. After pulling a flag, the player places it by his group’s cone. The group that collects the most flags finishes first.  (A group cannot count their own flags.) 

Round #3 – If players have both flags pulled, those players stand by their “home” cone. One player on each group is given a colored scrimmage vest. This person may take 2 flags at a time from another group’s cone then give them to one of his/her teammates to get him/her back in the game. At the conclusion, the group with the most flags in the playing area finishes first – defense.  The group with most flags collected is the offensive first place finisher. (If four different scrimmage vests are worn because 4 different colors of flags are not available, have the players who can take flags from other groups, wear a different colored scrimmage vest. The same color can be used for all four of them.)
Safety: Students may not hold onto another student or students clothing when trying to pull a flag.
