                    The Troublesome Triangle       Grades 3-6
A great cooperative activity!
Objective: To have all participants standing on the correct polyspot. This requires cooperation and good communication between the participants. 

Equipment & Setup:
  
· 10 polyspots setup in “bowling pin” formation 
· Two sets of cards each numbered 1 through 9 
· Place one card from the first set (numbered 
1 through 9) under nine different polyspots. 
One polyspot will have nothing underneath it.
· Nine participants, one per poly spot, are each 
given a card from the second set numbered 1                                 (setup diagram)

through 9.  
Description: 
· One of the participants looks under the vacant polyspot to reveal the number.  Example: The number revealed is #3. This means when the group completes the activity, the person holding the card with #3 will be standing on that polyspot. 
· At least one participant must then move so another number under a different polyspot can be revealed. For example: The number revealed is #6. This means that when the group completes the activity, the person holding the card with #6 will be standing on that polyspot. 
· This process continues and participants move from polyspot-to-polyspot until each person is standing on the correct polyspot. (The one that matches the number each is holding.)

· Participants may only step on polyspots adjacent to the one on which they are standing. 

· Only one participant may touch a polyspot at any given time.
· The number card from the polyspot can be left exposed.
Suggestion: Use other types of cards with matching sets such as old maids, Uno cards, playing cards, etc.

Variations:  
· To increase the level of difficulty, have the card placed back under the polyspot once they see what the number is.
· Do not allow the participants to have verbal communication during the activity.
